Summer Camp Guidelines
1. Pack according to the list supplied by Troop 65.  Pack only what your Scout can carry.

2. Read the descriptions for the Merit Badges that your Scout is taking carefully.  Sometimes there are Merit Badge requirements and they may need to complete before camp and/or additional things that they may need to bring from home.  (Example, for Swimming MB the participant will need long denim pants and a long sleeve shirt to complete the requirement for making a floatation device.  Pants should be large enough to go on over bathing suit)

3. Parent visits are not forbidden, but they are strongly discouraged.  Your presence can sometimes cause your son to become “homesick”.

4. There should be no phone calls made to camp.  If you have a need to get in contact with someone regarding a family emergency, please call Bob Donaher 704-573-9044 or 704-516-0483; rdonaher@carolina.rr.com.  Bob will be able to reach the troop and report any problems/needs to a Scout Leader from Troop 65.

5. Scouts will not be allowed to leave camp early unless it has been pre-approved by the Scoutmaster at least 5 days prior to the departure for Summer Camp.

6. Please make sure that the telephone numbers on the submitted Permission Slip are accurate so that the Scout Leaders can get in touch with you if the need arises.  We need a contact (over 21) that can be available for emergencies within four (4) hours.

7. Make sure that all medications necessary are listed on the Permission Slip and are accurate and required for camp.

8. If you plan on attending the Friday night Camp Fire activity at camp, you will need to talk to Mike Hastings, Scoutmaster (704-962-5561; mike.hastings54@gmail.com) to make arrangements.  You should contact him before the Scouts leave for Summer Camp.  Bring chairs.
9. When the Scouts return to Charlotte, they are not allowed to leave until all the equipment has been stored and the travel vehicles have been cleaned.
